Benny became a long time resident of Northeast Minneapolis and life
long member of VFW 9625, where he helped raise 15 grandchildren, 33 great
and 14 great-great grandchildren. Benny retired from Teamsters local 544 and
120. He was very proud of his time as union steward and his ability to do long
difficult work. But this did not deter him from attending family events involving
his grandchildren.
