Chandler F. Archibald, 55, or Shoreview, passed away peacefully on April 30,
2025, after a courageous 15- year battle with brain cancer. Born on February
2, 1970, Chandler lived a life of quiet strength, purpose, and deep love. He
served as a Naval officer for 20 years in both active and reserve duty before
becoming a devoted history teacher. His travels during his service fueled a
deep knowledge of world history, which he passionately shared with his
students, believing that understanding the past was key to preventing its
mistakes in the future. Following the discovery and treatment of the brain
tumor in 2010, Chandler enjoyed 14 vibrant years before his health began to
decline in late 2024. He spent is final months receiving hospice care at home,
with the support of his loving family. 

 

Chandler was a lifelong learner with a deep passion for history. He loved
traveling to historically significant places around the world, combining his love
of history with his adventurous spirit. Chandler also enjoyed golfing, playing
strategy games, and above all, spending quality time with his family.
