 Dave was diagnosed with prostate cancer in late 2001 from being exposed to
Agent Orange during the Vietnam War. He underwent surgery and treatments
in 2002.

He fought a tough
battle these past few years, and never complained once. When asked recently
what he thought about his service to his country and his time in Vietnam, he
responded "fantastic."
