Arvidson, Harvey Warren Age 88, of Minneapolis, passed away peacefully on
March 8 after a long battle with leukemia.

He
LOVED playing cribbage, and thoroughly enjoyed following the Minnesota
Twins and Gophers. In their retirement years, he and Pat went on many cross-
