Never at a loss for a Greek proverb or a quote from Socrates, he
enriched our lives with his stories of the Old Country, the birthplace of
Democracy and Christianity. John experienced Christ in a very vibrant way
and found so much comfort and joy in Him. If he had a chance to tell you; he'd
want you to know it's never too late. That he "came late to the game", but you
don't have to. "Seek for more Light" he would say. John had a heart for the
homeless and hungry people in the world. He loved the outdoors and hunted
with the same passion and skill he brought to his work as a painter. He loved
his boys and was immensely proud of each of them for their unique skills,
personalities and accomplishments; and his grandchildren were the icing on
the cake for him. Soccer, as players or spectators, brought our family together.
John and the boys would play til dark. John and Terri lived out the greatest
love story ever told. In spite of differences in ages and cultures, their marriage
was a testimony to their love and the power of God in their lives. They
supported each other in their work: Terri washed his painter pants and packed
his lunches, and years later, John paved the way for Terri's dream, Queen of
Cakes. They worked side by side at the shop, baking, decorating and



delivering cakes. John loved his family, his work, his homegrown tomatoes,
his dog, and a good broadside shot with his bow. He loved lamb with
spaghetti, a level plumb line, greek coffee and flowers in pots. He was a
simple man who loved the simple things, and the greatest of all, his
"Christouli". Celebration in heaven is currently underway as John joins his
parents and siblings. John is survived by his wife Therese and three sons,
Vasilios (wife Jackie, daughters, Evangeline and Naomi), Fotios (Jillian),
Gianni (sons Gianni, Vasilios and Nicolas), Daughter-in-Law Alicia Leckas,
Many friends and relatives who loved him, Best Man Dimitri Santrizos, and
beloved dog, Illa.
