His first two years of post-high school education were spent at the College of
the Holy Cross in Worchester, MA. Jack returned to the Twin Cities to
complete his BA in English at the University of Minnesota. He later completed
an MA in English and an MBA, also at the University of Minnesota.

It was during his undergraduate days at the U of M that Jack met his wife who
was his beloved partner for the remainder of his life. They were married on
June 12, 1971. They loved their home in Minneapolis and their lake home on
Sturgeon Lake near Hinckley, MN.

Jack spent most of his working years with Automatic Data Processing, Inc
(ADP) as a District Manager in the Human Resources Department.

Jack was preceded in death by his parents, his brother David, sister Shelley,
and sister Wendy. He is survived by his wife of 53 years and his siblings
William W Warren 11l (Casey), Richard Warren Sr, Jill Warren, Deb Warren
and many nieces and nephews.
