After
high school, he focused on his musical career, making music that will live on
for generations.

While making music, he worked as a guitar tech and music teacher. He also
spent time working in restaurants and had a knack for building community with
his coworkers. Most recently, he worked as a server at the Dakota in
Minneapolis, a renowned jazz club.

Logan was known for his gentle spirit and love of animals. He was a lifelong



vegan/vegetarian, and his dog Porky held a very special place in his heart. He
had a quiet and thoughtful demeanor, and friends remember him as someone
whose words felt meaningful and carried weight. If he was spending time with
you, you could really feel he wanted to be there.
