Marguerite Louise Pramann, 102 of Little Canada, MN, passed on June 12,
2023. She was born on March 6, 1921, in St. Cloud, MN, to Louise (Bonsack)
and John Pramann.

Marguerite was educated in the St. Cloud Public Schools, graduating from
Technical High School in 1938 and from St. Cloud Teachers College (now St.
Cloud State University) in 1942. After teaching in public schools in Bricelyn,
MN, and Oshkosh, WI, Marguerite earned an MA in religious education from
Scarritt College in Nashville, TN. She also received certification in special
education through the University of Minnesota.

Marguerite retired as a special education teacher for St. Paul Public Schools
and had served as director of children's work for the Minnesota Council of
Churches, and director of religious education for the St. Paul Council of
Churches. Although she had no children of her own, her school children took
their place. She also taught English to Hmong refugees through the Laos
Community Center.

She was a proud member of the Minnesota Territorial Pioneers, and historical
societies in Stearns and Ramsey counties and the Minnesota Historical
Society. A lifelong learner, Marguerite traveled the world, participating in at
least 28 Elderhostels. She created a genealogy for the Pramann Family and



acted as archivist for Hamline Church United Methodist. She also loved
camping, Sudoku, playing bridge, music, and reading.

On Sept. 27, 2015, the city of St. Paul designated Marguerite Pramann Day in
honor of her many years of service to the community and Hamline Church.

Marguerite was an example to many who will miss her smile and
determination.

Marguerite was preceded in death by her parents, brother, Howard Pramann,
sister, Ruth Luitjens, and niece, Deborah Shelton. She is survived by her
devoted niece, Priscilla Luitjens and three other nieces and nephews, Kelly
Pramann, David (Mary) Pramann, and Marie Zhuikov (Russ Maron); and the
extended Pramann family.

Memorial service will be held at 10 AM Saturday, July 22, 2023, at Hamline
Church United Methodist in St. Paul. Inurnment will be at Crystal Lake
Cemetery in Minneapolis following the service. Memorials preferred to
Hamline Church.
