She was a long time member of Edina Covenant Church, and
twice chairperson of the congregation. She loved teaching, learning, music,
history, and gardening. With her husband, she mentored and counseled
young people. She traveled extensively in the US, Canada, Mexico, Europe,
the Middle East, Russia, and New Zealand. She is preceded in death by
husband John and parents Vivian (nee Lippincott) and Dennie Reason Clark
of Charleston, IL; sister, Ramona (Clark) Stevens of Reno, NV; brother, Darrell
