After Tom’s
death, Mickey moved to Eden Prairie. There, she created a rich life, retiring
but volunteering for: political causes, with the Pax Christi pet ministry, on her
townhouse association board, and painting pet portraits for police canines as
appreciation for their service. Mickey also enjoyed spending time with her
mother and other family members, reconnecting with friends from Holy
Angels, and as always making new friends whom she cherished.

Mickey had a gift at giving love and friendship that was irreplaceable. She will
be sorely missed.
