During 1983 he started a Typography
Co., and because of health problems retired in 1987. He then became a
school bus driver and drove handicapped and special needs kids until the
spring of 2006. Together, over the last 40 years, they raised over 100 foster
children through Henn. Co. and Volunteers Of America, which was a very
awesome, life enriching experience for them. Survived by his wife, Marilyn of
58 years; his children, Bradley (Deb), Paula Netherton (Brad), Craig (Jane),



Akiva Benavraham, and Ross (Ronda). He is preceded in death by his father,
Peter Constantine; mother, Esther Nyquist; brother, Carl; and sister, Alice.
