Somvang Chanthalone, 83 years old, died peacefully on Sunday, June 11,

until 1990. He escaped Laos afterwards, spending a year in the Ban Napho
camp in Thailand before arrivng in the US in 1991. He married Phouthone in
December 1999 and together they have two daughters, Phouthavone
Katheryn - age 22, and Manyphone Anne - age 18. He retired from Liberty
Carton in 2011.

Somvang loved being involved in the Lao community. Even more so, he loved
fishing and

watching water buffalo auctions. He was well-known for his slow fishing
methods, but

abundance in catch. He set a good example on how patience can bear great
results.
