While at the University of Minnesota, he was a football
lineman on the last U of M football team named Big Ten Champions in 1967,
the year in which he was also a member of the Big Ten Outdoor Track and



Field Champions. He was also an inducted member of the "M" Club at the
University of Minnesota. 

 

Tom worked for many years in the real estate industry in the Chicago area. He
returned to Chaska where he was employed at the former Chaska Building
Center until his retirement. 

 

Throughout his retirement years, he loved working the shot put event at track
and field meets. He officiated at state high school meets, university and
college meets, and USATF events. Generations of high school throwers know
of no one else managing the shot put at the State Meet each spring. Tom also
spent many years employed by the Minnesota Twins baseball organization in
the Hospitality Department.
